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April Gardening
It would be wonderful if this April we could for once have some warm April
showers to get the plants growing well. Daffodils that have flowered need to have
the dead flower heads taken off so that the plants will not be exhausted by
producing seed, and have a better chance of flowering next year. Leaves should
be tided-up but not cut off until they have died down.

Continue to sow vegetable seeds, making a small sowing of each type rather than
one big one. Thin the seedlings as soon as they are large enough and hoe
regularly to keep the weeds down.

Potatoes do not seem as popular as they once were. There are many reasons
dietary, room, out of fashion and the poor quality of purchased potatoes. They
were never meant to be washed scrubbed and packed in air tight plastic bags.
Which | am also told seem to make them go bad. Home grown potatoes are so
different so try growing some if you can. Ground should be prepared now for the
May sowing of runner beans. The more manure and/or compost the better.
Dwarf beans which are a little hardier can be sown towards the end of the month.

Easter being so early this year and Good Friday being the traditional day to sow
parsley gone; there is still time, to grow a good crop of a this useful herb. Draw
out a drill about a yard long and just under an inch deep. Boil a kettle of water,
empty the boiling water along the drill sow the seed quite thickly and cover with
soil. Parsley is slow to germinate, but having been treated this way it generally
grows O.K.

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What do Churchwardens Do?

The Churchwarden is one of the oldest offices in the country and
used to involve a lot of secular functions such as administering
charity and even responsibility for roads and bridges. The Church is
the Body of Christ, and through Baptism every member is called to
ministry and service. Wardens should regard this as a calling to be
fulfilled to the glory of our Lord Jesus Christ, and the well-being of
the Church.

The Warden represents the whole of the laity in the Parish, not only
the members of the congregation or the electoral roll of the church.
They are at the centre of t he

must know the people, and have

the pul seo.

In co-operation with the priest in charge (or, in cases of vacancy, the
bishop), Churchwardens are generally responsible for the day-to-
day functioning of the parish. Their work is not just the maintenance
of the church building, but helping the smooth running of the church.
Churchwardens are also responsible for carrying out (or at least
organizing) an annual inspection of the church building. The
grounds of the church also come under the responsibility of the
Churchwardens. There are also responsibilities in connection with
the Sunday services and for keeping order in the church. The
Churchwardens have the power to arrest anyone or escort them off
the premises if necessary.

Churchwardens are required to
the parish, and have to make various reports each year to the
annual parochial meeting and to the Archdeacon. They may be
trustees of some charitable trust connected with the church and are
required to keep detailed records of all property, professional
inspections, alterations and repairs. They are expected to attend all
the meetings of the parish council and the standing committees, and
should meet and pray regularly with the parish priest.

There are now about 500 vineyards in England and Wales. Wine production is not
a new thing. At the time of the compilation of the Domesday Survey in the late
eleventh century, vineyards were recorded in 46 places in southern England. By
the time of King Henry VIII there were 139 in England and Wales - 11 of them
owned by the Crown, 67 by noble families and 52 by the church, one of which
was situated in Kingsey.

The wine trade has always been popular in this country. Imports such as claret,

port, madeira sherry and hock were in great demand. Gradually it became easier

and cheaper to import wine from Europe than grow it here. However, vineyards

still existed into the Seventeenth Century. The famous botanist, John Tradescant
planted 20,000 vines at Lord Salis bur yé6s estate in Hatfie
him out. He gave his name to the plant tradescantia, which used to be quite a
popular houseplant.

This reference to Kingsey is a bit of a mystery. We do not know which Earl or
Lord of Essex it was. There were a number of different families who had that title,
some of whom owned land in Oxfordshire (as Kingsey as in then).

REVD WILLIAM WALTER JOSEPH TAYLOR

On 2 June, 1950, Mr Taylor accepted the living of Haddenham and on 14 July he
was inducted. He came to the parish with his wife, Marie, and three young
daughters, Margaret, Valerie and Mary. They moved into the vicarage in Aston
Road and a busy time began. There was much to do. Every aspect of Church life
demanded attention and in addition in 1953 the vicar was instituted as vicar of St.
Nicholas, Kingsey.

Much emphasis was placed on pastoral work. The vicar was keen to visit anyone,
church-goer or not, who was ill or in some kind of trouble and parishioners were
urged to let him know. It was always hoped that people would start attending
regularly and there was a constant drive to increase the congregation. A guide to
'‘Duties of Church Membership' by the Archbishops of Canterbury and York
appeared in the Magazine of February 1957 and while is was customary to 'dress
up' to go to Church, the vicar was thoughtful enough to say, during a period of
very hot weather, that a summer dress for the ladies or an open-necked shirt for
the gentlemen would be in order. Services and/or celebrations were revived or
introduced. The Dedication Festival, Rogation Sunday, the Village Carol Service
at the then Community Centre (Village Hall), a Toy Service, the Fair Service on
the Green and Plough Sunday, which members of local Young Farmers' Clubs
attended, became yearly events. There was an urgent conviction that something
should be done to bring the value and importance of Christian standards to the
attention of parents and that this was a matter for the whole Church. 'The family
that prays together, stays together. The Congregation was urged to, 'Heed our
Bishop's appeal and pray more for the clergy and pray for more clergy'. Times
and content of services were changed and every opportunity was taken to move
with the times. A creche was introduced, older children were allowed to
accompany their parents to the communion rail and in 1961 the New English
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Bible was gradually introduced, initially for the Epistle at Holy Communion and for
at least one of the Second Lessons each Sunday. Sermons could be forceful:
"The Parish Priest has been entrusted with the cure (or care) of all souls of the
Parish, irrespective of creed. He has the right and duty to visit all his
parishioners." 'So many who profess and call themselves Christians use the
House of God only for Weddings, Christenings and Funerals." 'There must be
many children in the parish who have been baptized and whose parents and
godparents made a solemn vow before God that they would see to it that their
children were given Christian instruction and prepared for confirmation." Sermons
could also be reflective, helpful in dalily life: 'The Significance of a Pause' and not
just, 'Lead us not into temptation’ but 'May we not lead others into temptation' with
the example of locking one's car even for a short stop. A reminder for those going
on holiday, 'Don't forget to pack your prayer book and bible'. Visitors were
welcomed: the Bishop came to dedicate the new pulpit and on another occasion
to confirm new candidates, missionaries came to preach as did other priests. The
Church Army Crusade came for a week every summer and a Church Army Sister,
Sister Wilkinson was appointed in 1954.

Communication was vital and by January 1951, the Church Magazine had been
reinstated. It was hoped that eventually every home in the Parish would receive a
copy once a month.

11.00 am Morning Prayer

12.00 Holy Communion (1st & 3rd Sundays)
2.45 pm Children's Church & Sunday School
6.00 pm Evening Prayer

Services at Kingsey took place twice a month: On the second Sunday - morning
prayer & address at 9.45am, and on the fourth Sunday, evensong & address at
3.30 pm.
