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April Gardening

Continue to sow vegetable seeds, making a succession of small sowings of each
type; beetroot, radish, carrots, peas and even broad beans. There is still time to
sow parsnips if ones sown earlier have not germinated. Lettuces can be sown
often in small batches. It is really worth growing some in order to enjoy the
flavour, which hardly exists in bought varieties. April is the month to plant onion
sets and of course Good Friday is the day to sow parsley seed. Potatoes should
be planted during this month, as to plant any later reduces the size of the crop.

More tender vegetables such as dwarf or climbing French beans and sweet corn
are best left until the end of the month. It is still possible even in these changed
weather patterns to get frosts, so do be prepared to give protection if necessary.

Last year was very strange by the almost complete absence of black and greenfly
on plants, | expect they will appear in numbers this year, so do keep a look out.

Buddleia , the shrub loved by butterflies, needs to be cut back to the first good
buds otherwise left on its own it tends to grow big branches not strong new shoots
on which the best flowers grow. Continue to prune early flowering shrubs as they
finish blooming. Occasionally some plants may not have any new shoots and
may look dead. Do wait a few weeks as often they may begin to sprout from the
base. Old neglected shrubs may be revitalized by cutting right back especially if
there are some green shoots growing low down.

The licensing laws of 1552 were well documented from 1753 onwards in Bucks
and in 1753 two local premises were listed. The Harrow, in Bishopstone, is still
there and currently awaiting building works prior to reopening. In Stone was the
Red Lyon, which was licensed up to 1764 and had two different landlords, Robert
Clark and John Clark. But where was it?

When the | arge house AThe Or cdnthe nbghdside n e
of the Oxford Road, was demolished at the end of the 1990s a long panoramic
painting on stiff canvas from the mid C20 was discovered in the outbuildings and

is now in the Local History Group archives. It shows a fanciful painting of a view
looking south ranging from Manor Farm and St John Baptist church as far as the

later hospital site. The farm and church are recognisable, but there are also a few
small cottages and a substantial thatched pub with a sign board i The Red Lyon.
There is also a stage coach, a number of huntsmen on horseback and a good

deal of attractive landscape.

l\?anbr farm and the church The imaginary Red Lyon

Ray and Katie Stone remember local builder Mr M R J Ripley constructing The
Orchards for himself in the mid 1960s. The long painting was done by his odd job
man, a patient at the Hospital, and was hung in the main lounge of the house. His
idea of the Red Lyon looks more like the old Bottle and Glass 1 but the church
and Manor farm are a reasonable likeness. What is amazing is that the Red Lyon
was licensed for just 11 years in the C18th in Stone but was still remembered two
centuries later. The name might well have continued at premises reduced to a
simple alehouse.

In 1932 a (rather whimsical) talk was given to the Stone WI by A E Ellis, of Stone,
on AStone as and helslseaaferred do ah @edhouse opposite the
County Arms run by a Mrs Clark in the C19th. Was this the Red Lyon?

I n 1965 Ray and Katie Stone bought AEI m
of Churchway opposite the pond. Here the Beechey family had lived from the
1880s until the late 1940s with pigsties, barns, a bake house and later a village
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shop and post office. The original large plot included as well as the field behind
(now the site of the Churchway bungalows) some cottages along the south side
of the main road which after the 1770 Turnpike was straightened in 1820 were
enclosed within the garden wall of EIm Cottage and were demolished. It seems
likely that one of these cottages was the home of our Red Lyon.

Alf Crisp, then landlord of the County Arms, told the Stones that the Red Lyon,
later an alehouse, was in one of those cottages across the road and when the
County Arms opened in the |l ate 1820s

Incidentally the Bugle Horn, at the Aylesbury end of the village, was first licensed
in 1800 as the Plough. It would pick up any coach traffic on the turnpike, It was
probably not all that easy to stop in the crowded centre of Stone.

The earliest map with any detail is the enclosure map of 1776/7, which shows the
area clearly. The Aylesbury to Shillingford Turnpike had opened in 1770, but still
turned left just before Manor Farm, then right and then left again (see map
below). In 1820 this inconvenient kink was removed and the new route is marked

on the map (a copy made in 1835 for the then Vicar f r om John Leed:

You can clearly see the cottages on the south side of the road, marked E.

This next map we have, the Plot of the Farms round Hartwell, from Aedes
Hartwelliana, 1864, shows the County Arms, with some of the cottages still across
the road, but on the 1880 Ordnance Survey they have gone. The County Arms
went in 2002, having served as a village pub for 200 years.
