Our thoughts and prayers at this time are with the people of Ukraine.  We have 
dedicated our cover to them with an Iris which, in horticulture, represents Faith, 
Hope, Courage, Wisdom and Admiration.  We sincerely hope that a resolution and 
peace are achieved very soon.  But in the meantime, what can we do to help?

The most recent advice from Buckinghamshire Council is that monetary donations 
are preferred because local collections, ñwhilst extremely well intentioned, may not 
provide what is actually needed on the ground by the time it arrives and may even 
cause logistical problems, both enroute and on arrival in the countryò.  They are 
therefore encouraging that monetary contributions be made to The Disasters 
Emergency Committee via  www.dec.org.uk.

I read in an old book that Easter Sunday is the one time that everyone has to go to 
church apart from those who are excommunicated. The book is called The Parson's 
Handbook and was first published in 1899. It was popular and went through various 
editions until the 1930s and written by a cleric called Percy Dearmer who also made 
his name in music circles, strongly supported womenôs ministry and the churchôs 
mission to the poor. For worship style he wanted a return to a distinctly English 
traditionalism and his book was a guide to how to take services and much more. In 
fact, what he wrote was that every man had to attend church. Times have changed! 
We normally use inclusive language now, and people are not excommunicated 
anymore. There does not seem to be any rules anywhere explaining how a person 
could be excommunicated.  
 
People should go to church at Easter when we celebrate the important event in the 
churchôs calendar. It is a day when the church gets large congregations but nothing 
like it used to be. Years ago, many churches would have had six services on the 
day, starting early to fit everyone in. I wonder where everyone has gone!  
 
As covid ends, will the congregations return or continue the steady decline?  
There is no longer the feeling that going to church is something you have to do. 
Even among keen, committed Christians, going to church is sometimes thought of 
as an option.  People have busy lives in the week and Sunday is just another day 
to do stuff.  
 
The challenge for the church is to build on the interest of some people who turned 
to services during covid, and bring back those faithful who have left, as well speak 
to the people who would never dream of going to church. Not an easy task. Perhaps 
Dearmer left us a hint in being committed to tradition and beauty in worship but 
wanting to embrace the whole mission of the church.

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Letter from Aston Sandford 
 
Keeping Accounts Part II: 1900 - 1931 

 
In 1900 the Rev Ernest Suepp became our Rector. Although the Register is blank 
till 1914, we know he maintained the practice of two services every Sunday, 
including one Communion a month.  There were however some special services 
here in the early years of the new century.  
 
On 22nd January 1901 Queen Victoria died: on that day our  church bell was tolled   
(cost 2s 6d  - approx Ã10).  To coincide with the funeral at St Georgeôs Chapel on  
2nd February a special service was held here at 1pm - óQueen Victoriaôs funeral - 
well attendedô.  On 2nd June 1902 there was a ówell attendedô short evening service 
to commemorate the end of the Boer War. A Thanksgiving Service was held at St 
Paulôs on 8th June when Rev Suepp records that here óSpecial forms [were] used 
at Morning Serviceô.  
 
Deficits continued throughout Rev Sueppôs time here, and were met by him and Mr 
and Mrs Way.   He was plainly not happy about attendance ï he notes on Christmas 
Day 1901 - ófull Morning Service. Sermon and Celebration at 10 30am. Badly 
attended by cottagers. 11 communicantsô.   
In 1908 the Rev William Toovey became Rector, instituted by the Bishop of Oxford 
at Thame Vicarage, and inducted by the Vicar of Haddenham.   By this time there 
are more running expenses ï bell ringing, playing the organ, path clearing - but the 
income was of course inadequate and it fell to the Rector and Mr Way, succeeded 
by Major Stevenson, to meet the deficits.  
 
Rev Toovey resigned in October 1913; during the Interregnum he was paid for 
taking services here - the receipt is in the Parish Book. His successor the Rev 
Charles Carter was instituted by the Bishop of Buckingham in March 1914. An 
extract from Haddenham Parish Magazine describes the service at Aston Sandford, 
and that óa hospitable tea was afterwards provided at the Manor House by Major 
and Mrs Stevensonô. That year, and for the last time, the deficit was met by the 
Rector and Major Stevenson. 
 
As I have commented before, as far as Church records are concerned the 1914-18 
War seems to have passed Aston Sandford by.  The accounts suggest the parish 
concentrated on repairs and items such as a reading desk, carpet, lectern, brass 
alms dish, green embossed silk tapestry cloth for the altar (óthe old one being faded 
and moth-eatenô), altar frontals, hymn books.  These costs were met by a rummage 
sale in May 1915 ótogether with several donations obtained privately by the Rectorô,  
an appeal having been made óto the Lord of the Manor and all the farmers in the 
parish for subscriptions towards the Church expensesô.  Later that year a óChurch 
expenses boxô was purchased ï now I think our donations box.   
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Until November 1916  two services were still held each Sunday;  thereafter only 
one service was held. Attendance figures are recorded until December 1917 and 
vary greatly.  Offertories were taken at every service.  The collection box seems to 
have been particularly successful.  Church finances were solvent until 1917 when 
a deficit was ópaid off anonymouslyô.  Rev Carter does not appear to have taken 
many, if any, services himself. 
 
In January 1917 the Bishop instituted the Rev Humphrey Hirst.  Curiously our list 
of Rectors in the church shows that he was succeeded later that year by the Rev 
Herbert Cooper.  Our handwritten contemporaneous list of Rectors clearly shows 
that Rev Cooper succeeded in 1922;  the Register records that Rev Hirst officiated 
at virtually all services until 12th November 1922; the accounts until then are in his 
hand; thereafter Rev Cooper officiates, and the accounts are in his hand.   
No special service marking the end of the war is recorded. Offertories continued to 
fall;  deficits in 1918-1921 were  shown as óbalance owing to Rectorô or ópaid by 
anonymous donorô.  By 1922 communicant numbers were 3 to 5.  
 
From 1922 finances suffered still further and the deficit is cumulative. The numbers 
attending must have been low judging by the offertory figures.  There are a number 
of instances between 1922 and 1928 where the number of communicants is 
recorded as ónoneô, and at least two services where there was simply óno 
congregationô. In 1927 to 1929 there were no services from December till March. 
In 1929 there was no congregation on six occasions, two with no organist either.  
In 1928 the income for the year was £1 0s 1d.  It was 16s 9d more in 1929.  
 
Those years marked the nadir in the life of our Church.  Fortunately in 1928 
Reginald Good, father of Edwyn and Val Good, bought Manor Farm and land - and 
the Goods breathed new life into the Church. In 1930 the total offertory was over 
£7.  In 1931 the total offertory was over £8; a fete was held jointly with Towersey 
which raised over Ã22; and a ósale of 4 trees in churchyardô raised Ã3 10s.  For the 
first time in years there was no deficit and a healthy sum of over £6 was in hand   
 
And, for the very first time, the signature of Reginald Good, Churchwarden, appears 
in the  accounts.

Misty fog is not 
much good in a busy town.  
 
This made me think of this passage about ointment for eyes. I had always thought 
that the word ñsalveò is connected to the word ñsalvationò but it does not seem to 
be. Salve means ointment and salvation comes from the Latin for save.  
 
The book of Revelation starts with letters to churches, one of which was Laodicea 
in modern day Turkey. It was famous for being neither hot nor cold and also a 
number of products which included eye ointment.  
 

We should always look after our health including 
eyesight. It is recommended that most people 
should get their eyes tested every 2 years. Some 
people are entitled to a free NHS sight test if they 
are under 16, are 16, 17 or 18 and in full-time 
education, are 60 or over, are registered as partially 
sighted or blind or have been diagnosed with certain 
health conditions. Tests are also free if you are on 

some benefits including Income Support, income-related Employment and Support 
Allowance Pension Credit Guarantee Credit and Universal Credit. 
 
Seeing things clearly and as they really are is a good way of looking at (literally) 
life. To be a Christian is not to look at the world through rose tinted glasses but to 
see clearly, how we are ourselves and what is really going on.

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Summer 1977: Stone celebrates the Silver Jubilee of Queen 
Elizabeth II  
 

The main event in the village in the summer of 1977 to celebrate 
the Queenôs 25 years on the throne was, predictably, the fete 
on Saturday May 28, featuring most of the traditional attractions 
except, sadly, now no grand parade of decorated vehicles as in 
1937 and 1952.There were, though, the usual attractions ï a 
fancy dress parade, welly wanging, Krazy  Kricket, Tug of War 
and Daft Dogs, and the Ellesborough Silver Band. 

 
Later on, Eddieôs Disco filled the Village Hall with youngsters and older people 
enjoyed a family evening with dancing and a singalong in the school.                                                                             

 
We were still before the age of photocopying, and the roneoôd programmes (2d) 
are now a bit faint, but they hold a record in cartoon ads featuring pretty well 
every local organisation or enterprise. . .  
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Over the weekend street parties were enjoyed ï and the Bucks Herald reported 
later in the summer that 150 people had attended a Good Neighbours Club social 
evening in the Village Hall, ñKeeping the Spirit of Jubileeò following the Chiltern 
Avenue street party. On the Bugle Horn Estate, a huge tea and family games were 
organised.  Each child was given a Jubilee crown and a silver lapel badge.  

Later on, at another Jubilee fete up at the Hospital, village school children danced 
round the maypole in the gardens to entertain residents and villagers. 
 
Celebrations carried on into the autumn, when there was a splendid Stone Arts, 
Crafts and Horticulture Festival, organised by the Jubilee Committee, chaired by 
Joan March and Heather Roche.  Church and Village Hall were filled with many 
superb exhibits, all made in Stone! 
 
Stone Local History Group 
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April Gardening Notes 
 
It would be a pleasant change if this April we could have some ñApril Showersò as 
they do give a boost to young seedlings. 
 
In the vegetable garden most varieties can now be planted or sown.   Continue with 
successional sowings of beetroot, carrots, peas and parsnips.   Parsnip seed, which 
often seems difficult to germinate, is worthwhile to keep trying as there is always 
plenty of seeds in the packet.  Runner beans, the nationôs favourite vegetable, 
should be planted next month.  Dwarf or climbing French beans can be planted 
towards the end of the month, also sweet corn.  April is the month for planting onion 
sets, as they tend to bolt (go to seed) if sown too early in the year.   Potatoes 
need to be planted by the end of the month, to get the best results from them.    
 
Finish off the planting of herbaceous perennials, and fork 
over flower borders lightly, incorporating compost or 
manure.   This is the latest time of the year to plant 
evergreen shrubs and trees which would need to be 
kept well-watered.   Lightly prune trees and shrubs 
that have finished flowering.    
 
Now is the time to get to work on lawns.   A good raking if it had not been previously 
raked.   Depending on the state of the grass, either apply a weed and feed treatment 
if the lawn is full of weeds or just a lawn fertiliser.   Raise the height of the blades 
for the first few cuts.
