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This is why you pay taxes 
 
6

th
 February marks the anniversary of the accession of Queen Elizabeth II in 

1952. The Diamond Jubilee will be celebrated in June. The following readings are 
about authority. All authority comes from God. We are fortunate to live in a 
democratic country where everyone is subject to the law and entitled to respect. 
Most people do not. Living in a just, ordered but not perfect society is something 
to celebrate.  

Romans 13 

Everyone must submit himself to the governing authorities, for there is no 
authority except that which God has established. The authorities that exist have 
been established by God.  Consequently, he who rebels against the authority is 
rebelling against what God has instituted, and those who do so will bring 
judgment on themselves. For rulers hold no terror for those who do right, but for 
those who do wrong. Do you want to be free from fear of the one in authority? 
Then do what is right and he will commend you. For he is God's servant to do you 
good. But if you do wrong, be afraid, for he does not bear the sword for nothing. 
He is God's servant, an agent of wrath to bring punishment on the wrongdoer. 
Therefore, it is necessary to submit to the authorities, not only because of 
possible punishment but also because of conscience.

In Westlington, William and Emma Walker with their daughters moved into the 
thatched cottage just off the green and opened a general grocery shop selling a 
range of goods similar to the other two shops in Dinton. The shop was just a room 
within the house and they traded there for a few years and eventually sold up 
their business to Mrs. Woodford who continued trading as a general grocery 
store.  
 
 

This picture shows the three Walker girls outside of the old cottage 
before they moved along the lane to Woodbine cottages. 

 
 
Mrs.Woodford added to the business by 
offering a delivery service to take 
packages and goods etc. to and from 
Aylesbury railway station or the surrounds. 
The goods were taken by horse and cart to 
and from Dinton by her hired help who we 
all knew as Kyo and he was a lovely old 
character. His surname was óMilesô and he 
lodged with Mrs. Woodford but what his 
real name was we know not but he was a 
jolly man and always cheerful. My mother 
visited Mrs. Woodfordôs shop every 
Saturday afternoon to buy groceries and it 
was partly a social event as she was given 
tea and biscuits and they had a good 
chinwag together, putting the world to 
right! Later in the afternoon I would cycle 

down to the shop to meet my mother and put her bags on the handlebars of my 
bicycle to take her shopping home.  
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Soon the Second World War had started and food rationing had been imposed. 
This severely restricted what Mrs. Walker could sell as shop owners had to hold a 
minimum number of customerôs ration books, but Mrs. Walker carried on her 
business regardless, selling whatever she was allowed to including paraffin and 
tobacco products which was the main part of her business. 

The picture shows the two cottages that William and Emma Walker  
bought with Emma outside her shop. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The population of Dinton was quite low in those days as many of the younger 
ones were away in the services so there were a limited number of ration books to 
go around between the shops. She also sold Smithôs crisps, chocolate bars and 
slabs of toffee which she would break up into smaller pieces to sell. The Walkers 
survived! Mrs. Walker was extremely careful not to waste anything especially 
when measuring out paraffin as spillage meant lost income! They did not have a 
telephone so it was a personal visit to Chennells, the wholesalers in Aylesbury 
who were situated opposite the old Odeon cinema in Cambridge Street to order 
the goods which were then delivered to her shop by van. After the goods had 
been delivered Pamela, her granddaughter, would help her Grandmother to 
unpack the boxes and put everything away. As Pamela became older she would 
go to the wholesalers on her own to do the ordering for the shop. The weighing 
scales were always kept in good order as the Weights and Measures officials 
made frequent visits. (Pamela still has parts of these scales). Mrs. Walkerôs shop 
closed each Tuesday afternoon. 
 
This article has been written jointly by G.S.Weedon and Pamela Jeffrey (nee 
Hopgood). Pamela is the granddaughter of William and Emma Walker and 
supplied me with some of the photos and a good deal of the background 
information. Pamelaôs husband Frank who was employed by Webb and 
Ruston for several years also provided us with some good memories.

Dear Friends, 
 

It is hard to believe that before the end of this month we shall have entered the 
Lenten season once again, and within a few months the Olympic Games will be 
upon us. 

 

Last Summer we saw many (mainly) young people engaged in riots and looting.  
Was this caused by poor living conditions, gang culture, opportunism, 
unemployment, a sense of despair about the future, or a mixture of the above?  
We have yet to find out.  This Summer, however, we will see a different facet 
again of (mainly) young people who will be competing in the Olympic Games and 
Paralympics.  These competitors will have been totally focussed for years, 
straining every muscle and dedicating their lives wholly to this great event in the 
hope of achieving success.  Their self denial and discipline will almost certainly 
make any Lenten discipline on our part seem totally insignificant! 
 

Nearly 2,000 years ago, St Paul alluded to the great games in Corinth, where 
athletes similarly denied themselves and trained hard in order to receive a 
ógarland of flowersô which would soon perish.  (In the Isthmian Games, held every 
3 years, it was a pine wreath.)  Paul said to his readers, as he says to us today: 
ñWhat are we striving for in the órace of lifeô?ò  What is it that matters most to us in 
life?  Is it something of lasting value and worth all the effort, or only really of 
temporary significance? 
 

St Paul recognised through his personal encounter with Jesus on the Damascus 
road, that his own status in life as a Roman Citizen, a Pharisee and zealous 
Hebrew ï in fact all his achievements in life ï he regarded as rubbish compared 
to knowing Jesus as his Lord and Saviour, and seeking to serve Him.  This was 
his goal for which he continually strived.  He said:ñI press on towards the goal for 
the prize of the heavenly call of God in Christ Jesus.ò (Philippians 3:14) 
 

May we use the Lenten season to reflect upon our own aims and goals in life. 
 

ñAll I once held dear, built my life upon, 
All this world reveres, and wars to own, 
All I once thought gain I have counted loss; 
Spent and worthless now, compared to this. 
 
Knowing you, Jesus, 
Knowing you, there is no greater thing. 
Youôre my all, youôre the best, 
Youôre my joy, my righteousness, 
And I love you, Lord.ò

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DINTON FLUSH FUND ï 2011 ï A YEAR OF PROGRESS 
It has been a busy year for the project committee, with a wide variety of 
fundraising events taking place during 2011 including a jumble sale, book sale, 
sponsored cycle ride, tea party, 2 concerts, open gardens, a summer ball and a 
scarecrow festival. Total funds raised to date now stand at approx. £80,000 ï a 
magnificent achievement, for which we offer our grateful thanks to all those who 
have helped the project in any way. 
 

The tower roof repairs (i.e. Phase 1 of the project) were completed in May and 
since then we have been making plans for moving the impressive Serjeant 
monument from its current neglected position in the base of the tower, into part of 
the area now occupied by the vestry. Diocesan approvals come in 2 stages; we 
have obtained stage 1 approval and will soon be submitting a stage 2 application 
(a faculty). Dinton church is a grade 1 listed building, so English Heritage has to 
be consulted regarding our proposals. We hope they will find them suitable. 
 

Once the monument has been successfully moved (during 2012 we hope), we will 
move on to the final (and largest) part of the project (Phase 3), the toilets and 
kitchenette. The final cost for Phases 1, 2 and 3 combined is likely to exceed 
£150,000.    
 

The overall aim of the project is to make the church more usable as a community 
asset and help from the community towards this goal would be much appreciated. 
Could you help us by (i) supporting our fundraising events (ii) organising a one-off 
event (iii) joining our small committee or (iv) making a financial donation? If any 
readers have experience of obtaining funding grants, your advice would be most 
helpful. 
 

2012 will be a busy year for ñeventsò, including the Queenôs Diamond Jubilee, 
European Football Championships and the Olympic Games. We hope to be able 
to squeeze some entertaining events into this busy schedule. Please watch out for advance
