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Letter from Aston Sandford 
The Family of the Rev Thomas Scott 
 
Introduction 
 

In an earlier article I wrote about the life of the Rev Thomas Scott, Rector of Aston 
Sandford 1801 ï 1821, the most famous of our rectors. This month I have traced 
his family as best I can ï some of the records are confusing.  There are three Rev 
Thomas Scotts in this story so I shall refer to the original as Thomas 1, and so on.  
The records appear to show that Thomas 1 and Jane Scott had two daughters 
and four sons.  Their first child Anne was born in 1776 but died aged four.  Their 
second daughter was Elizabeth (1778-1857), and it seems likely that she married 
the Rev Samuel King, who became Rector of Latimer.  It must have been one of 
their daughters, Elizabeth KIng,  who died in 1806 aged 10 months and who is 
buried with Thomas I under the altar of Aston Sandford church.   Little is known of 
a son, possibly called William, born in 1782 who died in infancy.   
But plenty is known of the other three sons, all of whom went to Cambridge and 
all of whom took holy orders:  John, 1777 ï 1834; Thomas II, 1780 ï 1835; and 
Benjamin, 1788 ï 1830.  They all died comparatively young, and within 5 years of 
each other, and none even approached the longevity of their father who lived to 
the age of 74.  
Their mother Jane died in 1790, so it is perhaps not surprising that with a large 
and young family Thomas 1 married his second wife, Mary, with what may appear 
to be unseemly haste - only two months after Janeôs death - when Mary was 26 
and he was 47.  It does not appear that they had any children but plainly it was 
Mary who brought up the family and it was Mary who moved with him to Aston 
Sandford; she survived him.   
 

John Scott 
John, the eldest son, came to fame because first he published a Life of his father 
(1822) and then, in twelve volumes, The Works of the Late Rev. Thomas Scott, 
Rector of Aston Sandford, Bucks (1823ï24) which included the Life and  his 
fatherôs  Force of Truth.   He edited and published his father's papers and letters 
ówith occasional observationsô in1825.  All were published here and in the USA.  
He also published his own Five Sermons on Baptism (1809) and some other 
religious pieces.  
The Life  is not an easy read, and often seems devoid of personal details, but 
there is a passage in it which reflects on Thomas Iôs life at Aston Sandford ï  
Upon the whole he found [his residence in Aston Sandford] to be a more 
encouraging situation that any other in which he had been placed since quitting 
the curacy at Ravenstone.  In bad weather indeed the state of the roads was such 
that the greater number of his hearers were unable to reach the church; and the 
congregation fluctuated from time to time, especially after the opening of a Baptist 
meeting in the neighbourhood.  Yet, in general, the church was well attended, and 
much good was done. 
In 1801 John Scott married Frances Errington (1781 ï 1847) and they had ten 
surviving children (eight of whom were girls).  He had recently become Vicar of

North Ferriby on the Humber estuary, 8 miles west of Hull.  In 1806 he also 
became Minister of St Mary the Virgin in Hull.  John died in Hull in 1834 aged 
nearly 57. 
His son John and his grandson John were also Vicars of St Maryôs, a 
circumstance so unusual that there is a pub opposite the church called The Three 
John Scotts.  It is now a Weatherspoons, and their website acknowledges that ófor 
most of the 19th century, St Maryôs Church opposite was run by three successive 
vicars, all called John Scottô.   
 

Benjamin Scott 
Benjamin Scott, the youngest son, was at first curate to the Rev Edward Burn, 
who was well known as an extemporary preacher at St. Mary's Chapel in 
Birmingham, and as one of the founders of the Birmingham Association of 
the Church Missionary Society.  In 1828 Benjamin became Vicar of Bidford and of 
Salford Priors, near Alcester in Warwickshire. He and his wife Anne had four 
children, but Anne died in 1829; he married his second wife the following year, but 
shortly afterwards he himself died while they were in Wales, aged 42; their son, 
another Benjamin, was born later that year but died only four years later.   A 
volume of Benjamin seniorôs sermons was published by Thomas II.   
 

Thomas Scott II 
It was the middle son, Thomas Scott II, who perhaps has the greatest claim to 
fame, because it was Thomas II who was father to George Gilbert Scott, the first 
of what may be called a dynasty of architects.  
In 1806, in Bledlow in Bucks, Thomas Scott II married the splendidly named 
Euphemia (born in Antigua in 1785 to Dr Thomas Lynch and his wife Euphemia, 
née Gilbert ï the Gilberts were planters there) and there are records of 11 
surviving children, seven of them sons.  Five of the sons went to Cambridge and 
took holy orders.   
Thomas II became curate of Emberton, Bucks in 1805 and in the next year the 
first perpetual curate at Gawcott, Bucks:  in 1827 he himself designed the lovely, 
simple, ómeeting houseô church which stands there now, the first sign of an 
architectural interest in the family.  According to John Scottôs Life the chapel as it 
was called was endowed by a native of Gawcott who had made his fortune from 
óthread laceô.   
In 1833 Thomas II became Vicar at Wappenham in Northamptonshire. He died 
there two years later aged 55; he was survived by Euphemia, who died in 1854.  
He was succeeded at Wappenham by his eldest son, Thomas III. Thomas IIôs 
Sermons was edited, with a brief memoir, and published after his death by the 
Rev Samuel King, who was probably his brother in law.  
In a curious twist there is a record of Thomas II being involved in an unsuccessful 
compensation claim for the enslaved people of Antigua on behalf of his wifeôs 
aunt. Thomas I had of course been involved with Wilberforce and the abolition of 
the slave trade. The compensation went instead to one Nathaniel Gilbert who was 
the son of the Rev Nathaniel Gilbert, Euphemiaôs uncle and described as óof 
Bledlowô (so perhaps he married Thomas II and Euphemia?), who died in 1807 
and whose father had been a clergyman and slave owner in Antigua.  
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George Gilbert Scott   
George Gilbert Scott was born at Gawcott in 1811, and was the second of 
Thomas II and Euphemiaôs seven sons.   In a memoir called Personal and 
Professional Recollections he wrote about his life at Gawcott - something of the 
local customs, how poor the family had been and how he himself had not had 
much of an education.  His father was a bit of an evangelist and sympathetic to 
Methodists ï indeed Gilbert Scott tells the tale of how his Aunt Gilbert was once 
kissed by John Wesley. While later in his professional life he was apparently keen 
to emphasise how he had triumphed over his humble origins in his memoir he 
emphasised that his parents were both ówell bredô.  Gilbert Scott was certainly not 
as a child brilliantly academic, and he was said to be jealous of his brothers who 
were.  He was not one of the sons who went to Cambridge, nor of course did he 
take holy orders.  Instead he was to become known as Sir Gilbert Scott RA the 
famous Victorian architect, indeed the first of a dynasty of architects.  But that will 
be the subject of a future article.

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May Gardening 

This is the month many vegetable gardeners are ready and waiting to 
plant their runner beans and of course other tender varieties.  Marrows, 
outdoor tomatoes and sweet corn, (the most loved food of the badger).  
We have been fortunate in recent years not to have had much in the way 
of May frosts, but do be aware of the possibility. 

Plant out Brussels sprouts, Summer cabbage and sprouting types of 
greens.  Late sorts of carrots and beetroot can be sown now, and as well 
as all previously planted crops,  weeds will be growing so do keep the hoe 
on the go.  

As herbaceous perennials will be growing quickly, stake them before the 
foliage grows too heavy or too tall to handle. 

In general along with vegetables it should be safe to plant out young 
Dahlias and other tender flowering plants.  Of course as the weather 
improves and plants grow so do pests and diseases attack, so do be on 
the look-out and treat where necessary. 

The grass on lawns should be in full growth so will need regular mowing.  
Unfortunately moss has also grown in abundance and the only way to get 
rid of it is to treat with a chemical weed feed and moss killer, although our 
friendly badgers have already ñtreated a few lawnsò for us!

This month we are sorry to report on three local casualties who died 
at beginning of the month and were from the same unit. 
 

Private 19182 George Rixon 
5th Battalion Oxford & Bucks Light Infantry 

Died 1st May 1917 aged 41 
Buried at Tilloy British Cemetery Tilloy-les-Mofflaines Pas de Calais 

 
Commemorated at Bishopstone and Stone War Memorials 

 
He was born 1876 to Thomas and Emma J Rixon at High Wycombe and 
worked like his father as an agricultural labourer. He was killed in action 
May 1st by a 4.2-inch shell. 
 

Private 23168 Benjamin WOODFORD 
Oxford & Bucks Light Infantry 5th Battalion 

Died 03 May 1917 aged 19 
 

Commemorated at Arras Memorial, Pas de Calais, France 
Commemorated at Dinton War Memorial 

 
He was born in 1898 at Stone to Frederick & Kate Woodford. His father 
was a church labourer of Portway Stone. He enlisted at Oxford.  
The Arras Memorial commemorates 35,000 casualties who have no 
known grave and fell in local fighting between Spring 1916 and August 
1918. 
 

Private 266211 Francis WILSON 
Oxford & Bucks Light Infantry 5th Battalion 

Died 03 May 1917 aged 24 
 

Commemorated at Arras Memorial, Pas de Calais, France 
 

Commemorated on Stone Hospital Memorial 
 
He was born 06 January 1893 Long Crendon where he was baptised 19 
March 1893. His parents were Emanuel & Anne Selina Wilson. Emmanuel 
was a carpenter & builder of Nether [Lower] Winchendon. He enlisted at 
Aylesbury 
 
5th (Service) Battalion Oxford & Bucks Light Infantry 
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The 5th (Service) Battalion Oxford & Bucks Light infantry was one of the units of 
the New Armies raised by Kitchener. It was formed at Oxford in August 1914 and 
placed under orders of 42nd Brigade in 14th (Light) Division. On 21 May 1915 the 
battalion landed at Boulogne. In 1917 they fought at Arras in northern France. 
This formed part of the great British offensive which commenced on the 3rd May 
on a 12-mile front to the east of Arras. Preliminary instructions and maps were 
issued secretly to certain officers at the end of April, and on the 2nd May (9.15 
a.m.) came the final orders from H.Q. 42nd Infantry Brigade.  
 
The following is Lieut.-Colonel H. L. Woodôs Official Report of action of the 
Battalion: At zero hour the Battalion was formed up as follows, A and C 
Companies in the front line, A on the right, C on the left; B and D Companies in 
the second line, B on the right, D on the left; each company in two lines of two 
platoons. The front line was on the taped line, the second line in Ape Trench. The 
German artillery and machine-guns opened fire within 3 minutes of our barrage 
commencing; most of the artillery fire was between Ape and Bison. Until the 
advance commenced at zero plus 18 there were only a few casualties from 
artillery fire in Ape, and none in the companies in front. On the other hand, the 
machine-gun fire was very heavy and accurate, and came from the left flank 
(either from St. Rohart Factory or from the Quarry in0.15.c) and front (from 
the Quarry at 0.21.b.8.0 or from Triangle Wood).At zero plus 18 the advance 
commenced and reached a line about 50 yards west of New Trench, beyond 
which it was found impossible to advance farther on the left. 
 
On the right of the line 2nd Lieut. Peel (A Company) found it possible to avoid the 
machine-gun fire by crawling, and he got a few men forward and occupied part of 
New Trench. As touch had been lost with the 8th K.R.R.C., 2nd Lieut. Peel 
brought up the reserve platoon of A Company on his right flank, and gained touch 
with them. This was about 4.30 a.m. About this time the remainder of A Company 
and part of D Company managed to get into New Trench on the left of A 
Company. The Germans who had been holding New Trench retired to a line 
about 40 yards in rear, from which they heavily bombed and opened fire with two 
machine-guns on New Trench. These were, however, soon silenced by rifle and 
Lewis-gun fire. It was, however, found impossible to advance owing to the very 
accurate and unceasing machine-gun fire from the left, and also to a certain 
extent from the front. The artillery fire also became fairly heavy about this time. 
The situation now was as follows : about 50 men of all companies in New Trench, 
and parties of B and D Companies (about two platoons in all) in a line of shell-
holes about 40 yards behind. This party tried to consolidate, but found it 
impossible to work owing to the incessant machine-gun fire, snipers, and heavy 
Vane-bomb fire, which came from the left flank, probably from Hillside Work. The 
situation remained unchanged until about 10.45a.m., New Trench being shelled 
continuously, while a very heavy barrage was maintained on the Assembly 
Trenches. At about 10.45 a.m. the troops on our right were observed retiring and 
a strong enemy counter-attack in 6 or 7 waves (each estimated by those in the 
front line at about 150 to 200men) was launched against New Trench. Fire was 
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immediately opened on them with all available rifles, Lewis-guns, and two Vickers 
which had come up, and many casualties were inflicted, but without stopping the 
counter-attack. When the enemy had got within 50 yards of New Trench, and our 
ammunition was practically all expended, the remnants withdrew to the Assembly 
Trenches, bringing back as many Lewis-guns as possible. The two Vickers had 
to be abandoned. Owing to there being no room in the front Assembly Trenches I 
rallied the Battalion in Buck Trench, where it remained until relieved. 
 

Total Casualties 
8 officers and 291 N.C.O.'s and men, out of 12 officers2 and 523 N.C.Os and 

 men who went into action.  
(The four officers who came out of action unwounded were:  

Lt.-Colonel Wood, Captain Crawford (Adjutant), 2
nd

 Lieut.Peel (A Company), and 
2

nd
