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September Gardening 
 

Following such a very hot and latterly dry summer September may turn out to be 
an early Autumn.   If this is the case it should be an ideal time to really tidy up the 
vegetable garden. Clear the dead and dying vegetation dig in compost and/or 
manure and leave as rough as possible. Bulbs required for Winter flowering 
should be planted this month, and also outdoor bulbs need to be planted now.  Do 
plant bulbs quite deep; tops of daffodils need to be 3 to 4 inches below the 
surface. Pot plants do not need quite so much water now. It is very easy to over 
water, which kills more often than under watering.  If not sure pick up the pot and 
if it seems heavy it is a sure sign that it is over watered.    
 
Make preparations to move tender plants into shelter probably next month.  There 
are any many very tender plants available to grow these days, and we have been 
drawn to believe in Winters which are not so cold, such as last Winter, but we 
may be in for a shock. September is the month for picking apples and pears for 
storing, but do not be in too much of a hurry to pick.   Make sure the fruit is fully 
ripe, if you wish to keep in store for the Winter.    PS

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We prepare for war ï Autumn 1914 
 
Four days after everyone had enjoyed the 17th Poultry and Horticultural 
Show in Stone, with its competitions and entertainments, and three days 
after the Hospital summer fete we were at war. A beautiful, careless 
summer of outings, cricket matches, entertainments and the expectation 
of a good harvest had changed overnight for everyone. Young men 
already in the Reserves, volunteers and even villagers who had emigrated 
to Canada and New Zealand were already preparing to serve and village 
boys were walking or cycling together into Aylesbury to enlist.  
 
Stone School reopened for the autumn term without teacher Thomas 
Walker, already in the army, and farmers were finding it difficult to get the 
harvest in. Up at the Asylum they were already feeling the loss of many 
members of staff who had enlisted.   
 
Many older local residents were deeply involved in voluntary work, in the 
village, in Aylesbury and in the County. At a public lecture at Stone village 
hall on September 5th ñwith a view to emphasising the meaning of the 
European Warò, Mr Bridge of Peverel Court presided and the audience 
included the Vicar, the Rev Challis, Lady Smyth of Stone House, Mrs Lee 
of Hartwell. John Sare, Chairman of the Parish Council. Scoutmaster Mr 
Kinedar and the Scouts. Rousing speeches included a lecture sent by Mr 
Bridgeôs son-in-law, and the resolution that ñit is the duty of everyone to 
help their country to the utmost of their power in her time of sore needò, 
carried with enthusiasm. Miss Beechey played the piano and everyone 
sang ñGod bless our native landò and the National Anthem. 
 
On September 12th Mabel Lee opened the grounds at Hartwell for an 
entertainment in aid of the Aylesbury Division on the Soldiersô and Sailorsô 
Families Association, with a ñcapital dramatic and musical programmeò, 
followed by speeches and a very fine tea. Mrs Lee was supported by Lady 
Smyth and many other residents.  
 
The same week Lady Smyth presided at a meeting of the organisers of 
the proposed VAD hospital in Aylesbury, and Mr Bridge was working on 
the county committee of the Red Cross. 
 
Forty six ex pupils of Stone School were already serving in the armed 
forces. 
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A few weeks later the school, received a circular about the care of Belgian 
refugees, and before long two Belgian families were living in cottages at 
the Bishopstone crossroads. 
 
 By December we had already had two deaths ï Captain William Phillips, 
son-in-law of the Hicksons of Hartwell Rectory, was killed on August 24th 
in the retreat from Mons and 21 year old shoemaker James Day of 
Eythrope Road died on December 8th. 
 
There was no sign of it being over by ñChristmasò.

The War Badge 
 
As the Great War progressed it had become the practice by some women to 
present a white feather to men who appeared to be fit and able bodied and not 
wearing the Kingôs uniform as a sign of cowardice. This practice became 
upsetting and distressing for the men who had served but had been honourably 
discharged especially to those who were deemed unfit for further military duties. 
In September 1916 a Sterling silver War badge was issued together with an 
official certificate of entitlement. The main purpose of this badge was to indicate 

to these women and to any other doubters 
that the wearer was not a coward and 
should not be considered one. There were 
approx. 1,150,000 of these War badges 
(also known as Wound, Discharge or 
Services Rendered) issued. Each badge 
was uniquely numbered on the reverse and 
was to be worn on the right breast of civilian 
clothes only. 
 
 
The certificate of entitlement shown below 
was on parchment paper and measures 
15.5 inches X 19.5 inches. Both items are 
now collectorôs pieces.

During his stay, Bishop Samuelôs latest CD of Tamil songs was launched.  He has 
written over 800, and sold over 50,000 CDôs to support the Churchôs ministry.  
Some of these were sold during his visits to the Tamil congregations in Slough, 
Harrow on the Hill, Greenford, Rayners Lane and up in Scotland. 
 
Through a Coffee Morning and 15

th
 Anniversary Celebration meal, we (in Stone 

and Dinton) were able to raise £280 for the work in India and gain some new 
sponsors.  I am hoping to publish my book about Bishop Samuelôs amazing life 

and ministry ï ñCaste Aside by Godò before the end of this year.
